I will need assistants to help me tell this story, by tape recording and typing it into a draft manuscript. There are several local people who have offered to assist me in this project. I will develop my storytelling ability during this process, and they will learn from my remembered experiences.

When my story is in a final draft, I would like to share it with the community by telling it or reading it at a gathering in the community of . The local Band Office

has also supported this idea by promising to provide a space to have this reading.
